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Executive Summary: As reported in the media, a software glitch in ballot tabulation software initially gave roughly 6000 Trump votes to Biden in Antrim County, Michigan (Example: "Antrim County still red after vote tally snafu showed Joe Biden winning it", Detroit Free Press, November 6) 

Although county officials attributed this to a simple updating error, I researched issues concerning the voting software, which is produced by Dominion Voting Systems. This same software is used in many counties and States throughout the country.
As the linked articles indicate, the Dominion voting software has been long known to have issues. After testing, it was rejected by the Texas Secretary of State in June 2019. Likewise, the State of Louisiana cancelled a $95 million contract with Dominion over hardware and other concerns. Although the Dominion software is in place throughout the country, other States have experienced serious issues with the software, and expressed concerns about security issues, reliability and potential vulnerability to hacking.

I assembled this bibliography after less than an hour of casual research; obviously, I could probably have found many more articles if I had committed additional time. Please know that these are not links to right wing and/or conspiracy theory websites; these are legitimate, long-established and respected publications.
